I recently started playing a “game” here with our 
eight VHF/UHF radios, and it goes something like 
this: “let no call go unanswered, and no channel go un-greeted”. Game aside, it’s 
a great way to get the Club station known to all by being present on all channels, 
offering QSOs, information about the Club, responses to signal report requests 
and anything else we can offer. 

For listening we run four scanners, one each on 6 meters, 144, 220, and 440 
to cover all channels that could possibly be used around here, either simplex or 
any unusual repeater, plus dedicated radios on the commonly used repeaters. We 
even do the input frequency of the temporarily down WB6OBB 147.00 machine!

The goal is to make the Club station an on-air VHF/UHF presence every Saturday 
morning that it’s not being a net control site for an event, and to make a contact 
with us as sought after as W1AW (the ARRL station) is!

But when that’s been 
completed, or on other Saturdays I would like to have others take a “trick at the 
helm”. 

It’s a great way to learn all about VHF/UHF in our area, and sharpen your operating 
skills as well as helping the Club station out, and freeing me for other stuff here.

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This evacuation exercise was in the planning stages for over a year. There were 
approximately 1000 homes involved and residents were asked to take more than 
one vehicle. A “Reverse 911” call was sent to all residents in the evacuation area 
at 0900 hours. Residents were on the road soon thereafter, with most within 15 to 
20 minutes. At some locations traffic was heavy. 

We held a briefing at 0800 hours at the ARES van at Mt. Carmel Church parking 
lot (staging area). After the briefing ARES team members left for their assigned 
positions as soon as possible. Once they found their assigned position, they began 
to send back some test SSTV images. 

Montecito Fire District asked for SSTV capabilities from 
the start of the planning stages for this event. The pictures 
were the only real-time pictures available to the incident 
managers. We were also available as communicators to 
report any incidents to the ICP, as well as receive requests 
from them for specific actions, pictures, etc.

Preliminary plans were to have the SSTV pictures requested by net control in 
order (Teams one through five). ARES team members listened for each tactical 
call and as the team before in rotation sent their picture, they were ready to send 
theirs. Operations let each station know if the photo was OK. 

The evacuation area covered the western portion of Montecito between Westmont 
College and Mt. Carmel Church, mostly north of Hot Springs Rd and East Valley 
Rd. Locations were designated to watch outgoing traffic and to stay safe. 

Lessons Learned

The 220 MHz repeater coverage in the exercise area was extremely difficult. The 
best repeater for this area:  223.920, was out of service, and is scheduled for repair 
in the next few weeks. During the exercise, the repeater used on 224.860 had 
a large amount of unknown interference that restricted the effective use of SSTV. 

Only a few images were successfully transmitted.

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Earl Remal, AA6EB SK

Earl Remal, 84, of Clearwater, FL, passed away April 
18, 2008. 

Born in Fitchburg, MA, he was attending High School 
when he enlisted in the US Army. He served with the 
famous Merrill’s Marauders in Burma, India as a radio 
operator. 

The Marauders, named after their commander Brigadier 
General Frank D. Merrill, officially the 5307th Composite 
Unit (Provisional) and code named GALAHAD, were 
3,000 volunteer soldiers who marched and fought through 
jungles and over mountains from the Hukawng Valley in 
northwestern Burma to Myitkyina on the Irrawaddy River. 
In 5 major and 30 minor engagements they met and defeated 
the veteran soldiers of the Japanese 18th Division. 

Operating in the rear of the main forces of the Japanese, they prepared the way 
for the southward advance of the Chinese by disorganizing supply lines and 
communications. The climax of the Marauders’ operations was the capture of the 
Myitkyina airfield, the only all-weather strip in northern Burma. The Marauders, 
who battled jungle diseases as well as the Japanese, and seldom had sufficient 
food and water, suffered an 80% casualty rate. For their gallantry, they received 
the Distinguished Unit Citation.

After the war, Earl returned and graduated from his high 
school. He married Louise Rawson in the Christ Episcopal 
Church of Fitchburg and lived in Waltham until 1977 when 
he moved to Milan, Italy for two years. He retired as a field 
engineer from Raytheon after 36 years in 1989.

Earl was a former member of SBARC, and moved from Santa 
Barbara to Florida after retirement.

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The SBARC 223.920 MHz Repeater on Diablo Peak, Santa Cruz Island, has been 
in operation more than 20 years. As most of you know this entire system operates 
on photovoltaic panels with an 1100 amp hour capacity absolyte battery. In a 
20 year history the conservative estimate is that our solar system was capable 
of generating about 12,000 kWhs of power. Generation and electrical storage is 
one part of the equation while consumption is on the other side of the scale. In 
laymen’s terms, we simply did not consume all the energy that was available from 
our solar system.

Some 20 years later, at least on the mainland, we now have reverse flowing meters 
called “net metering” that allow one to off-set the cost of energy during hours of 
peak sun and using this capacity in kWh to off-set system usage. The rules say you 
can only off-set your consumption in kWh per month. So if your system produces 
more than it uses then it all goes into the grid. Not a bad idea.

In a separate article this month I point out the positive steps SBARC is taking 
to secure a new Telecommunications Equipment Shelter at our La Vigia site. 
Looking to the future we will ensure the architectural design includes a load 
bearing roof capable of stacking every square foot of space with solar cells. A 
quick engineering estimate is that it may be possible to mount up to 20 - 100 watt 
photovoltaic (solar) panels. 

Conservatively we receive about 4 hour’s peak sun per day. On a good day the 
20 panels would develop 8 kWh’s per day. Unlike Diablo Peak Santa Barbara 
does have its share of cloudy days so all this must be a factor when consideration 
is given to the long term rationale of installing solar panels. Will this be a cost 
effective trade off? Depends on how you look at it. At today’s prices a panel costs 
about of $5-6.00 per watt of solar energy. Unless the dollar per watt of solar power 
drastically drops then a payback period of less than 5-15 years is unlikely. So long 
as high production cost with worldwide demand exceeding supply we are not 
likely to see a big price drop. If a realistic payback period of 2-3 years could be 
achieved then I believe you would see a big change in the public’s interest. 

Our experience with Diablo Peak was a good learning curve, but on an isolated 
Island there was no other choice. I think SBARC is willing to make the pragmatic 
decision when the time comes but unfortunately it is not the time. Nevertheless 
the plan will be to build in the mechanical infrastructure to make a roof-top 
installation easier when it does happen.
